Jasper earned his RA (Rally Advanced) in May. After failing our first five times, Jasper passed three times in a row. 


Jasper made his debut in the Open Obedience ring on April 13, in Sacramento, but a short debut it was. I tried very 
hard, but "try" did not seem to be on Jasper's mind. The off leash heeling was first, and for Jasper, "off' was the 
operative word. My friend's picture and diagram describes it best. As the picture so aptly shows, I finished the 
heeling pattern while Jasper was off wandering 20 feet away. For the retrieve on flat, Jasper took two steps toward the 
dumbbell and then wandered around the ring, at which point the judge nicely excused us from the ring. The judge 
told us to keep training and showing because there are so few bloodhounds in obedience and she loves seeing them. 
Despite Jasper's short time in the obedience ring, my friends found this much more entertaining than his nearly 
flawless performance in Rally that day. 


Our second attempt in Open Obedience came on May 3, in Dixon. Jasper was very distracted and tried to leave the 
ring at every opportunity. On the retrieve over high jump, I threw the dumbbell next to the edge of the ring, which 
was marked by metal posts and tape. Jasper loves metal, so he went flying over the jump, proceeded to the closest 
metal post, and began licking. Since we failed the first exercise, the judge let me lead Jasper by the collar to the 
subsequent exercises. Normally in Open, you are not allowed to touch the collar at all, but this judge was very nice 
and patient. There was an improvement this time, at least Jasper was able to attempt all the individual exercises 
before being excused. 


The third time's a charm, right? Our third Open Obedience attempt was in Hayward on May 18, and there was 
improvement. Jasper did not try to leave the ring and we were able to attempt every exercise, even the group sit and 
down. For the retrieve on flat, it took three extra commands, but Jasper finally picked up the dumbbell and brought 
it back to me. When the judge said "exercise finished" I praised Jasper and told him it was his best attempt yet. The 
judge laughed and agreed that it was his best attempt. On the retrieve over high jump, Jasper ran around the jump, 
immediately picked up the dumbbell (a first!), and then proudly brought the dumbbell to the judge, instead of me. 
On the group down, Jasper stood up and started to sniff, so the judge walked over to Jasper and gingerly poked his 
butt with her pencil to get him to sit. Jasper received an NQ on every exercise, but at least we were not excused from 
the ring, a big improvement. 


In Hayward, Jasper also showed in Rally Excellent B for the first tune. At this point, Jasper was so distracted that 
nothing could get his attention. The freshly mowed grass smelled too good. So that was another NQ for us. 


I have since realized that Jasper's heeling needs considerable work and do not plan to show him again until 
September. In the mean time, we are practicing our heeling almost every day and Jasper has made great 
improvement on leash. Jasper is also enjoying agility class, where he loves jumping. -
